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The wall design titled “Inheritance” pays homage to the traditional Asian craft
of “Bamboo Plaiting”, a technique involving the weaving of bamboo strips into
resilient bamboo sheets. Utilizing bamboo as the primary material, the design
highlights three principal advantages: (1) exceptional durability-bamboo
surpasses many hardwoods in hardness. (2) resistance to weathering and
pests-its natural properties combined with heat treatment confer protection
against decay, mold, mildew, and pests, and (3) sustainability-being a rapidly
renewable resource that requires minimal water for growth.

By employing natural dyeing techniques to impart a spectrum of vibrant colors
to the bamboo strips, the design challenges the conventional perception of
bamboo as merely wooden appearance, transforming it into a vibrant canvas
of artistic expression.

Intended to merge traditional craftsmanship with contemporary aesthetic
sensibilities, this design also serves as a symbolic reminder of cultural inheritance
- encouraging the preservation and evolution of this treasured craft across
generations, adapting to changing tastes while maintaining its intrinsic value.
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
